IN THE CASE OF SUSPECTED OR CONFIRMED H1N1 (Swine Flu):
Surgical masks are to be used as part of carrying out DROPLET & CONTACT PRECAUTIONS, ie: when undertaking routine clinical care of these patients and should be changed each hour

P2 mask (duckbill which have been fit tested) are to be used in the case of aerosol contact, ie: nebuliser use, intubation, airway suctioning, bronchoscopy.
Refer to Infection Control guidelines regarding appropriate use of PPE (Personal Protective Equipment)
