MEDICARE REFERRALS FOR OCCUPATIONAL THERAPY 

FOR CHILDREN WITH AUTISM

The following referrals can be made for Occupational Therapy for children with Autism:

Enhanced Primary Care Referrals (EPC) through Medicare (GP Referral)

· The patient is NOT Bulk Billed. They pay up front and are rebated back from Medicare.

· Item numbers: 10958
Helping Children with Autism Package through Medicare (Paediatrician or Psychiatrist Referral)
· The patient is allowed up to 20 visits per year for allied health visits.

· These can be with Occupational Therapists, Speech Pathologists and Psychologists.

Helping Children with Autism Package (FaHCSIA), Federal Government Grant
· Families and carers of eligible children will have access to a funding package of up to $12000 to assist with the financial cost of accessing early intervention services.   This can be accessed across a number of financial years. 

· The child must meet the criteria for each of the following: Age (0-7), diagnosis and residential eligibility.

· This package will support the provision of structured and intensive early intervention services, such as one-on-one intensive activities and tailored group and individual programs that can be delivered in a range of settings.
